5. Entrants should keep to the word count. Text boxes can be expanded if necessary.
6. The maximum file size for any entry is 5MB.
7. Supporting information should be included in the entry form, these can be tables, pictures, graphs (a maximum of 5 in total). Please be aware that website links used within your entry will not be activated by the judges.
8. All entries will be acknowledged when received, within a two-day working period. All entries are treated as confidential and entry forms will become the property of Barnsley & Rotherham Chamber of Commerce. These will be shared with the judges of the awards. Entries will not be returned.
9. The judges’ decision is final, and no correspondence will be entered into.
10. Judges reserve the right to audit any information supplied.
